Spying on wildlife

A Rocha Czech's Director, Pavel Svetlik, with Ida Kohoutková and Vera Soukupová, has written a book on Environmental Education for use in schools, clubs and churches in Bohemia. The book was produced at the request of the regional government, who asked that it be written from a biblical perspective. It is called Zvedy ve vlastní zemi, or "Spies in their own land", referring to the early agro-botanical reconnaissance of Canaan by Joshua. The manual is a beautifully illustrated, practical guide, containing songs, quizzes and a wide variety of projects encouraging children to spy on wildlife - to watch, study, enjoy and protect the plants and animals in their gardens and the surrounding countryside. There is a closing chapter with three of Pavel's sermons about conservation using the Psalms and quotes from St Francis. There is also a section describing A Rocha's aims and activities. On the back cover A Rocha's logo and contact details are boldly displayed, so the book should also help to make A Rocha Czech's work much better known to children, their parents and teachers.
