A ROCHA AUCKLAND VISIT TO HELP PEST CONTROL IN THE ‘ARK IN THE PARK’ RESTORATION PROJECT, WAITAKERE RANGES 

 SATURDAY 05 NOVEMBER 2011

We would like to invite you to help with some bait lines in the Ark in the Park on Saturday 05 November, or if you prefer, just come for a guided walk along the Upper Kauri Track which is a beautiful part of the Ranges. The round trip will take about four  hours.

You need to be reasonably fit to follow the bait lines which are off the main track. The bait is clean and in small plastic bags, so there is no danger. You will not work alone but will be in a small group of A Rocha people with a leader. 

 WHAT TO WEAR AND BRING: Casual clothes, long light trousers are recommended, sturdy walking shoes or boots, one daypack per family/group with bottle water and light refreshments, and raincoat. Gardening gloves to protect hands are useful.

DESTINATION: Ranger Station at the Cascade Kauri Park in the northern Waitakere Ranges. 35 minutes from downtown via NW motorway, Lincoln Road and Universal Drive, 45 minutes from Takapuna via Upper Harbour Crossing.

TIME: 9 am start, but please aim to be there by 8.45.

HOW TO GET THERE: After Swanson go left up Scenic Drive, eventually turning right into Te Henga Road (clearly marked). Then take Falls Road, the first road on your left (at Ark painted bus shelter), and proceed on narrow road past golf clubhouse where tar seal ends. A little further on you will come to a big shed on the right where you leave your car (this site is protected from flying golf balls). Then walk across a bridge to our green shed behind the Ranger’s house, or walk along the road to the house.
